Now you can caste those memories in a memorial brick in the new 4-H courtyard,
adjacent to the Bloom Pavilion, that celebrates 122 years of the Kittitas County Fair.

In 2008, Friends of the Kittitas County Fair Grounds Foundations and Kittitas County constructed a 4-H paved courtyard on the grounds of
the Kittitas County Fair. The courtyard design includes pavers and brushed cement, with an inter-circular area paved in the shape of the
National 4-H emblem. In 2007, "Petunia" our life-size 4-H bronze pig sculpture was created by local artist Paul Crites.

Both projects honor the traditions of the 4-H clubs in the Kittitas Valley, increase awareness of its programs, and celebrate the support of local
participants and supporters who contribute to the success of the Kittitas County Fair and Kittitas County community.
